Educators can reapply each 
year.  

Eligibility: Graduate and undergraduate students 
enrolled in an eligible bachelor’s or master’s degree 
program at a Delaware institution.

Award: Award amounts vary and are based upon 
available funding from the Redding Consortium. 

Eligibility: Educators teaching at a Redding Consortium 
school during the application and 2025-2026 school year. 
Eligible employees can be enrolled in an undergraduate, 
graduate or certificate education program at a Delaware 
institution.

A 
maximum of six credits can be reimbursed each academic 
year.

Educators must be enrolled in an eligible program that 
leads to standard certification in a high-need area.
